This agreement between the above parties states that the above puppy/dog is being sold as a pet on a strictly non-breeding agreement, meaning that it is not to be bred unless agreed upon by the breeder – Diana Cleghorn. If the dog is bred without the permission of the breeder – Diana Cleghorn, then all proceeds (financial, implied/ promised by the owners) and or the offspring from the breeding will become the property of the breeder – Diana Cleghorn and will be surrendered to the breeder when weaned and a $5000 fine will be levied payable to the breeder – Diana Cleghorn by the owners. The dog will also be immediately returned to Diana Cleghorn and only returned to the owner when the dog has been altered and the procedure paid for by the owner.
If within the first year the above puppy is found to have a congenital defect (by a licensed Canadian Veterinarian) the pup can be returned to the Breeder – Diana Cleghorn for a full refund or kept by the buyer and a 50% return of the paid price will be returned to the buyer.
This applies to puppies only. Adult dogs are sold without warranty but with full Vet records.
The pup is not to be spayed or neutered (altered) until it is a year old at least - unless there is a medical reason AND THEN ONLY IF AGREED UPON BY THE BREEDER – Diana Cleghorn and the Breeders Vet. Disregarding the breeder’s – Diana Cleghorn requirements as laid out in this document will result in the immediate return of the pup to the Breeder – Diana Cleghorn. This will be legally enforced.
The buyer has 3 working days  (or the next available Vet appt) to satisfy themselves that the pup is sound and if found not sound by their licensed Canadian Vet the pup can be returned for a full refund.
Do not give a Rabies shot unless you know there is Rabies in your area regardless of what your Vet says until you pup is at least 9 months old and all their adult teeth are in.   Although Cleghorn Kennels does not recommend a 3rd puppy booster at the 4 month mark but does support a booster at 16 months. A Titer Test instead should be done every 3 years to test for immunity levels and then only those areas of immune insufficiency should be given/boosted.
